	Description:
	
	This problem based lesson is designed for students to discover how the forces of conflict and cooperation steered the events of the Holocaust as they discover how these events affected various groups of individuals in differently. This lesson lays the foundation for students to understand the need for regional and international organizations to cooperate and unite a region.

	Authentic Task:
	
	To create and present a museum exhibit depicting the various ways groups of individuals were affected by the events of the Holocaust from their perspective.

	C4.3 Conflict and Cooperation Between and Among Nations

Explain the various ways that nations interact both positively and negatively.

Governmental and nongovernmental organizations provide avenues through which nation-states can interact and attempt to manage their affairs and conflicts peacefully.
7 – C4.3.2 Explain the challenges to governments and the cooperation needed to address international issues (e.g., migration and human rights).

H1.2 Historical Inquiry and Analysis

Use historical inquiry and analysis to study the past.

History is a process of reasoning based on evidence from the past. Historians use and interpret a variety of historical documents (including narratives), recognize the difference between fact and opinion, appreciate multiple historical perspectives while avoiding present mindedness (judging the past solely in term of norms and values of today), and explain that historical events often are the result of multiple causation. Students will conduct their own inquiry and analysis in their studies about the ancient history of the Eastern Hemisphere.

7 – H1.2.1 Explain how historians use a variety of sources to explore the past (e.g., artifacts, primary and secondary sources including narratives, technology, historical maps, visual/mathematical quantitative data, radiocarbon dating, DNA analysis).

7 – H1.2.2 Read and comprehend a historical passage to identify basic factual knowledge and the literal meaning by indicating who was involved, what happened, where it happened, what events led to the development, and what consequences or outcomes followed.

7 – H1.2.3 Identify the point of view (perspective of the author) and context when reading and discussing primary and secondary sources.

7 – H1.2.4 Compare and evaluate competing historical perspectives about the past based on proof.

Use historical concepts, patterns, and themes to study the past.

Historians apply temporal perspective, historical inquiry, and analysis to spheres of human society to construct knowledge as historical understandings. These understandings are drawn from the record of human history and include human aspirations, strivings, accomplishments, and failures in spheres of human activity.

7 – H1.4.1 Describe and use cultural institutions to study an era and a region (political, economic, religion/belief, science/technology, written language, education, family).

	Process:


	
	Scenario/Problem: You have been requested by the curator of the new, Holocaust Museum in Detroit to set up an exhibit showcasing the perspectives of various individuals. How did the Holocaust influence the lives of these various individuals living in Germany?

Task: 

A. Research

Your job is to research one of the following individuals that lived in Europe during WWII and specifically during the Holocaust. These individuals may include but are not limited to the following:

1. an individual who hid Jews or helped Jews escape 

2. a Jew who was hidden during the Holocaust

3. a Jew who may or may not have survived a concentration camp

4. an individual who was aware of the injustices occurring but did nothing

5. a Nazi German soldier 

6. other persecuted individuals who were placed in concentration camps

B. Synthesizing Information

Gather specific details of the life of the individual and how Holocaust influenced their daily life over a period of time. Details may include: how their life changed during the Holocaust, how they felt toward other groups of individuals and/or how they were treating others, daily lives (how they ate, where they slept, fear of being discovered, etc.),  what were their internal/external conflicts toward the Holocaust, additional interesting events, facts, stories that occurred in the individual’s life.

C. Exhibit/Presentation Planning
Determine how you will display the information that your have discovered in your exhibit. Your exhibit must include the following information:

1. Artifacts (book, shirt, letter, Bible/Torah, necklace, picture, etc.)

2. Presentation of Information Gathered (Interactive Dramatization, written or oral summary statement, diary, storyboard, photo story, computer animation, video, slideshow, podcast, website, etc.)
D. Presenting the Exhibit

Students will present their exhibit via classroom/media center “museum walk”.  Spectators will look for evidence of forces of conflict and cooperation along with the historical perspective of groups of individuals showcased in the exhibit.
E. Evaluation
A project rubric has been created for the museum exhibit identifying five key areas: Design-Creativity and Originality; Content-Essential Question;  Research Quality;  Teamwork-Contribution;  and Oral Presentation-Knowledge.
