Students will…

	Day 1:  Introduction/Presentation of the Task
· Challenge students to create a digital book talk on a favorite children’s book from the E section of the library 

· These digital book talks will be shared with lower elementary students to encourage reading and spark interest at library checkout 

· Share a sample digital book talk (The Alice in Wonderland digital book report)

· Model how a digital book talk is set up in a similar fashion to the summary on the back of a book that tries to pull the reader in and entice them to read the book using a bit of persuasion.
Day 2:  Students Choose a Book and Identify Specific Information
· Have students choose a favorite book.  They can check it out from the library or bring it from home. 

· When choosing a book, students must be able to identify the following:  

                  -genre

                  -characters

                  -how characters traits affect the plot 

                  -how setting defines the plot, climax and resolution

                  -a literary device that helps to develop characters,

                   theme, plot etc… (For example exaggeration, 

                   metaphor, simile, personification, etc . . .)
· Students must get approval from teacher on the chosen book
Day 3:  Planning for the Digital Book Talk
· Have students take a digital picture of the front cover of their book to include in the book talk 

· Have students create a storyboard to plan their book talk (provide rubric with requirements)

Day 4:  Creation of the Digital Book Talk using Frames 4 

· Sign up for computer time and have students use frames to create their digital book talk.
