	Students will identify question words and utilize them to ask questions about photographs contained within the “Hooray for Questions” presentation.  Additionally, students will be left with a “Question Box” containing a mystery object.

	Authentic Task:
	You have been left with a box full of a mystery item.  Using the strategies about which we’ve talked, come up with a list of questions that may help determine what is contained in the box.

	Materials/Software:

	Process:


	1. Show students “Hooray for Questions” presentation.
(Upon getting to the picture slides, encourage students to ask questions about the photographs using strategies previously learned in the presentation.)

2. Introduce students to Mystery Question Box

Explain students must use questioning strategies used in the lesson to ask two questions per day, as a class, regarding what may be in the Mystery Question Box.

3.  Throughout the course of the week, record student questions on chart paper or other space on which questions can be preserved until the next lesson.
