	The scenario will be presented to the class.  The children be divided into groups.  They will gather information about the amount of water that is use in our classroom daily.  A record of how many times the toilet is flushed and a dishwashing pan will be kept in the sink to monitor the amount of water used each day.  The groups will then brainstorm ways to reduce the amount of water used each day.  Children will brainstorm ways to reduce the amount of water used.
