	What can we learn about discrimination and alienation in America from our past mistakes?

	American History/Language Arts
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	Description:
	
	The causes of discrimination and alienation in American may be found in the African slave trade, the American slavery, immigration experiences in the early 20th Century, the Depression, World War I, World War II, the Cold War, The Korean Conflict, Vietnam War, the religious right, and, 21st Century immigration, and post 9/11 international relations.  Study of the roots of discrimination and alienation of groups of people in America’s past, may help us find ways in which to avoid the same mistakes in the future.  This study would cover a six month period beginning with the reading of Roots and the study of Reconstruction, and ending with contemporary readings and history of 9/11 and terrorism.  Essential questions would be constructed at each predetermined period in history; the intent would be a semester long study of discrimination and alienation in America, culminating with a student generated product which would synthesize findings and more importantly identify recommendations to avoid repeating the mistakes of our past, in the future.


	Essential Question:
	
	What can Americans learn from the Civil Rights Movement that could enable us to avoid the mistakes and replication of discrimination and alienation in the future?



	Authentic Task:
	
	The President of the United States is concerned about the increase in cultural fragmentation in America in 2010.  He has called for the creation of a task force to look for clues from the past that might explain that fragmentation and use that research to suggest ways in which to prevent the United States from further fragmentation.  As a member of this task force, you will be asked to research past mistakes and prepare a presentation that will guide the President and all Americans for a more cohesive future.

	From January to June, students will be engaged in an interdisciplinary (history, language arts, technology, religion) collaborative problem solving endeavor with eighth grade students.  The process will take place over approximately five months, and will culminate in group projects which reflect the collective wisdom gleaned by students groups from literature, history and research on the essential question.  Historical fiction and the study of history will be matched up from the African slave trade to 21st Century immigration.  

The lesson for the Civil Rights Movement would focus on student determined small group projects that identify mistakes made by Americans during the Civil Rights Movement that resulted in discrimination and alienation in our country and recommendations for the prevention of these mistakes in the future.  Student groups would be no larger than two or three students.  Students will be provided with a rubric for this assignment.

	Key Vocabulary

Fragment: a part broken off, detached, or incomplete

Alienation: the state of being withdrawn or isolated from the objective world, as through  indifference or disaffection

Ethnocentrism: characterized by or based on the attitude that one’s own group is superior

Discrimination: prejudice or prejudicial outlook, action, or treatment

Racism: a belief that race is the primary determinant of human traits and capacities, and that racial differences produce an inherent superiority of a particular race

Racial Profiling: the use of race (and often nationality or religion) to identify a person as a suspect or potential suspect

Genocide: the deliberate and systematic destruction of a racial, political, or cultural group

Slavery: submission to a dominating influence

Holocaust: a thorough destruction involving extensive loss of life; the mass slaughter of European civilians and especially Jews by the Nazis during World War II; a mass slaughter of people
