	How do you maximize profit while minimizing costs for your business?


	Authentic Task:
	
	Today is your lucky day!  While looking over your mail, you come across a letter from a distant relative.  After reading the letter, you realized that you have just inherited $40,000.  This is your chance to start your own business.  

After doing some soul searching, you decide on opening up a coffee shop.  But you stumble upon some bad news; to rent space for your business will cost you $40,000.  You have no money left over for the start-up of your coffee shop.  However, you remember some friends of yours are investors.  

Your job is to design a business proposal to present to the investors.  You must convince them that your business is a safe investment.  You will be responsible for:

1. Creating a three-drink menu

a. How will you advertise and how much will it cost you

3. Hiring employees

a. Setting a pay scale
