	Description:
	Students reveal and ask their questions about what’s contained in the mystery box from Question Lesson One.  Using the rubber monster finger puppets contained within the box, students partner with one another to ask questions back and forth.      

	Essential Question:
	How do we find out about things we want to know?

	Authentic Task:
	You have been left with a box full of a mystery items (rubber monster finger puppets available from Oriental Trading).  Ask the experts (teachers) the questions with which you’ve come up to receive answers to determine what is in the box.

	Materials/Software:


	· Questions created over the course of the week regarding what is contained within the Mystery Question Box
· Mystery Question Box

· Rubber finger puppets (available from Oriental Trading)



	Process:


	1. Answer student generated questions about what may be in the box.
2. After questions have been answered, allow students to guess what may be in the box.

3. If box is wrapped, pass the box around and let each student tear a bit of the paper to eventually reveal the box.

4. Show students the item contained within the box. (Rubber finger puppet monsters.)

5. Distribute one finger puppet to each student.

6. Have students form two line, facing one another so each child has a partner.

7. Have students use the “Question Monsters” to ask questions back and forth to one another about no particular topic.  After using no particular topic, have students ask questions back and forth to one another about a topic currently being covered in the curriculum.  Stress the “Question Monsters” do not answer questions, only ask questions.
