	Materials/Software:


	· Quick Look, Careful Observation Worksheet
· Crayons, markers, or colored pencils
· Random items with details not easily seen with a quick look (a piece of fruit, a vegetable, a picture with lots of details, etc.)


	Process:


	1. Explain to students the difference between a quick look and a careful observation.  (In a careful observation, the five senses are used to pay particular attention to details.)
2. Distribute the Quick Look/Careful Observation worksheet.

3. Hold an item up in front of the class for approximately 30 seconds, allow students to take a quick look.  Using the worksheet, have students sketch a picture of what they saw with their quick look.  For more advanced students, have them write a sentence or two as well.  

4. Using that same item, if available, place it on a document camera (Elmo); otherwise ensure all students are able to carefully observe the item.  Again, allow students to now illustrate and write about what they see after taking a careful observation.  
5. Discuss the differences between the two illustrations and narratives.

6. Repeat with a new item.
